3. He would suffer for the sake of humanity.

a. He would be a curse breaker.

b. He would be a peace maker.

c. He would be a sin bearer.

Lessons for Us from Isaiah 53
1. Don’t allow anything but the Bible to shape your understanding of Jesus.

2. Peace or forgiveness are only found in Christ.
3. Walk in the humiliation of Jesus.

4. Take on the posture of a servant.
