Introduction: In biblical history there were occasions where God chose to reveal the history of a life
before it was conceived.
> |In Luke 1 God began to intervene in history for the first time in over 400 years. He began by
sending Gabriel to a priest named Zechariah (Luke :13-17)
> Then God sent Gabriel to Mary with another birth announcement (Luke 1:26-31). First Gabriel
gave Mary revelation concerning a miraculous .
