5.​ What do the blessings and promises of Genesis 12 mean for Abram and his 
family? …for the storyline of Scripture that follows from this point? …ultimately 
for you, me, and “all the families of the earth”? 

6.​ Have you personally ever responded to the “gospel call” to follow Jesus? (See 
Luke 5:32, 1 Peter 2:9-10).

Jesus?  

2)​ If so, what is your personal story of becoming a follower of Jesus? 

7.​ If you have responded to the call to follow Jesus, what lasting effects and 
implications does it have for your life?
