3. In what ways do we have a tendency to assume special privilege before God? 
4. Out of the three false saviors that Pastor Jon mentioned, which ones do you think is most prominent in today’s 

church? 
5. How is God speaking to you through Romans and how should you respond? 

 
Questions to reflect upon (older kid’s version): 

1. What were the three objections that Paul answered? 
2. How did Paul answer those objections? 
3. Which answer that Paul gave stood out to you the most and why? 
4. What false savior stood out to you the most and why?
