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Access into “This Grace” Explained 
 
 
1. This grace refers to the favor we enjoy as Christians because of the work of God through the

Implications of Standing in Grace 
 
1. We can confidently boast in the hope of the Glory of God. 
 
 
 
2. We can courageously boast in our sufferings. 
 

a. Suffering is used to shape us as Christ-followers. 
 

i. It teaches us endurance. 
 

ii. It forms Godly character. 
 

iii. It produces in us a greater longing for God’s glory. 
 

b. Suffering reveals God’s grace at work.   
 

i. God has graciously poured out His love into our hearts. 
 

ii. God has given us the indwelling Spirit to help us. 
 
3. We can’t help but boast in our God.

causes a Christian to rejoice in something as odd as suffering?
