The Objection Answered

1 What shall we say then? Are we to continue in sin that grace may abound?
-Romans 6:1

1. The Objection: If salvation is an entire act of God’s grace and sin highlights God’s grace, then
doesn’t that incentivize humans to sin?

2 By no means! How can we who died to sin still live in it?
-Romans 6:2

2. The Answer: No! Grace is actively at work to sanctify us.

a. Grace fundamentally changes our identity as a follower of Christ.

b. Grace sets us free from the reign of sin in our lives.

c. Grace is not merely a passive gesture by God to forgive sin, it actively leads the believer
to live a righteous life before God.

2. How have you noticed God’s grace at work in your own growth in Christ?

3. At the end of the message, Pastor Jon listed several ways that sin leverages its power over you
to enslave you.

What are some ways or
rhythms in your life that you can practice to continually remind you of your identity in Christ?
