3. Theft: We need to deal with the greed of our hearts that tempt us to cheat others.

4. Bearing False Witness: We need to deal with our own desire to protect ourselves at the
expense of others

to that statement?

3. Jesus is clearly more concerned about the hearts of people than external behavior. How does

inform your response to these violations?

5. In what ways are you not loving your neighbor (actual neighbor, co-worker, family member,

etc.)?
